Students who meet the criteria for initial admission to a Dual Enrollment for Dual Credit 
Program, as specified in the ACCS procedure for Dual Enrollment for Dual Credit for High 
School Students, Section 2, will remain in continuous eligibility if a grade of “C” or better in all 
attempted college courses is earned. A grade of “D” or lower or withdrawal from a course 
will result in a one-term suspension, which may not be served during the summer term. This 
suspension could affect a student’s future financial aid status, as well as their high school 
credits and GPA, as all grades earned in dual enrollment courses will appear on their 
permanent high school and college transcripts. The student may not re-enroll until the 
suspension has been served. For re-entry, the student must reapply, meet the minimum 
(unweighted) grade point average, and receive director approval. Students re-entering will be 
responsible for repeated courses and all tuition, fees, books, materials, and supplies costs.
