• Be in good standing with the College. 
• Have completed all academic courses with a grade of “C” or better for the PN 

Certificate: MTH 100*, BIO 201, ENG 101, BIO 202, PSY 210, SPH 106*.  
• BIO 220 and HUM Elective are required for the Associate Degree Nursing 

option. 
• A minimum GPA of 2.0 cumulative at current native institution or 2.0 

cumulative at institution from which student is transferring is required. 
• A minimum GPA of 2.5 is necessary for nursing required academic courses. 
• A minimum 18 ACT composite score or superscore (National or Residual). 
• Submit nursing application and supporting documentation before deadline.
